To receive Holy Communion, 
accept the bread in your hand and place it in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice 
when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to your mouth please), or hold the bread, 

dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are 
allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

Today We Begin Advent.   
The word “Advent” means “coming,” and in this special season, the Church focuses on the 
“comings of Christ.”  In these four weeks before Christmas, we are preparing ourselves spiritually to 
celebrate the coming of Jesus as the Baby of Bethlehem.  Many of the Advent Scripture lessons also 
focus on Jesus’ Second Coming, when he will return in glory to judge the living and the dead.  We are 
also called in Advent to meditation, fasting, and other spiritual practices, which help us to welcome 
Christ into our own hearts with increased devotion.  

The Great Litany...  
which begins our service, is one of the great treasures of the Anglican liturgical tradition.  Originally 
composed by Archbishop Thomas Cramner in 1544, it was the first liturgical text to be composed in 
English and predates the earliest Book of Common Prayer.   The litany is a powerful reminder of 
God’s loving mercy and our need for His protection and help.  It holds before God the needs of the 
whole world, asking for His blessing and grace. 

No Christian Education Classes Today.  
There are no Christian Education classes taking place today. Children and youth attend Morning 
Prayer and the Wreath Making Event with their families at 9:30 a.m. Those who come at 11 sit with 
their families in the service. Also, there will be no classes Sunday, December 27 & January 3. 

Treasurers Note- Update On Giving 
Last Sunday's giving to the General Fund totaled $11,471.    This leaves $147,444 to meet our 
budgeted revenue goals and obligations for 2015.
