The Great Litany...

The Litany will
also be used at Morning Prayer on all the Wednesdays of Lent.

Father Mark will offer a series of talks on the creed's traditional marks of the church and the way
they are reflected in the lives of several saints from our Anglican heritage. Discussion time will focus
on how these themes relate to the challenges and opportunities of this time in the life of our
congregation.
